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TENSION 

16 sts and 23 rows to 10 cm (4 ins) measured over stst  

If fewer stitches are obtained use a thicker needle, if more use a thinner needle 

 

ABBREVIATIONS  

K knit     P Purl         st(s) stitch(es)         stst stocking stitch (one row K, one row P) 

 

 Materials 

Cygnet Chunky in shades Graphite 967 (A), Light Grey 195 (B) and Pearl Grey 241(C) 

5.5 mm (US 9) Knitting Needles.  5 Large Buttons 

Cushion approximately 30 cm (12 in) x 41 cm (16 in) or stuffing and cotton fabric to make your own 

cushion insert 

 



 

 

 

BACK LOWER PIECE 

Cast on 64 sts with A and work in st st for 23cm (9 in). K2 rows. Cast off.  

 

BACK TOP PIECE 

Cast on 65 sts with A and K2 rows, then work 10 rows in stst. 

Next row (make buttonholes) K5, [cast off 2 sts, K10] 4 times, cast off 2 sts, K5. 

Next row K to end, casting on 2 sts over those cast off in previous row.  

Work in stst until piece measures 20cm (8 in).  Cast off. 

 

 

CHART  

Join in and break off colours as required 

Do not pull work too tightly, twist yarns not in use loosely across back of work 

Right side rows (odd numbered) are Knit, wrong side rows are Purl 

Use a separate ball of A at each side of Motif

FRONT 

Cast on 65 sts with A and work in stst for 10cm (4 in) end with a P row. 

Next row K to end. 

Next row P21, K23, P21. 

Repeat last 2 rows once more. 
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Commence Chart Pattern 

Next row Using A K24, K the next 17 sts from 1st row of Chart, then using A K24. 

Next row Using A P21, K3, P the next 17 sts from 2nd row of Chart, using A, K3, P21. 

These 2 rows sets the Chart placed within a garter stitch border. 

 

Continue as set from 3rd row of chart onwards until the 17th row has been worked.  Break off B and C. 

Next row P21, K23, P21. 

Next row K to end. 

Repeat last 2 rows once more. 

Commencing with a P row work in stst for 10cm (4 in) ending with a P row.  Cast off. 

 

FINISHING OFF
