NOTE: Buttonhole row to be 

worked evenly through the yoke, 

first button in neckband as 

outlined in patt and second in 

the garter stitch waistline. Other 

buttonholes to be worked as the 

following: 

Buttonhole row: k2, yo, k2tog, 

patt to end. 

On the following rows: 

1st size: Row 10 

2nd size: Row 12 

3rd and 4th size: Row 14 

5th size: Row 16 

 

NECKBAND 

With 4mm circular needles and 

Col A using cable cast on method 

cast on 56[66:81:88:95]sts 

Knit 2 rows 

Buttonhole row: k2, yo, k2tog, 

knit to end 

Knit 2 more rows.

Baby Pato White 799 
(Colour A) 

100g 1 1 1 1 1 

Baby Coloursoft DK 552  
(Colour B) Rose Burst  

100g 1 1 1 1 1 

 

 

Needles 
 

Buttons Tension 

1 pair of 4mm circular needles 
Note: using circular needles, 
but not joining in the round. 
Set of 3.25mm dpns 
Set of 4mm dpns 
 

3 buttons 22 stitches and 28 rows to 
10cm (4in) over stocking stitch 
on 4mm needles 

 

IT IS ESSENTIAL TO WORK TO THE STATED TENSION TO ENSURE THE CORRECT SIZING. If your tension square has 

less stitches, use a thinner needle, if more, use a thicker needle. 

 

This pattern is worked in one piece from the top down. 

 

  

 

 

Abbreviations 

col colour gs garter stitch k knit patt pattern 
p purl st stitches stst stocking stitch yo yarn over 
ins/cm inches/centimetres kfb knit into front and back of st 
dpn double pointed needles   

 



 

 

YOKE 

Change to Col B 

Row 1: k5 Col A, purl to last 5 sts 

in col B, k5 Col A 

Row 2: k5 Col A, knit to last 5sts in 

Col B, k5 Col A 

 

Last two rows form buttonhole 

colourway (ie first and last 5 sts 

in Col A and all other sts in Col B). 

Work in this way throughout 

pattern where Col B is being 

used. When only working on Col 

A, the buttonband and main 

pattern will both be in Col A. 

 

Row 3: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

Row 4: k8, *yo, k1[1:2:2:2], yo, 

k4[4:5:5:5]; rep from * to last 

3sts, k3. (74[88:101:110:119]sts) 

Row 5: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

Row 6: knit 

Row 7: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

Row 8: k8, *yo, k3[3:4:4:4], yo, 

k4[4:5:5:5]; rep from * to last 

3sts, k3. (92[110:121:132:143]sts) 

Row 9: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

Row 10: knit 

Row 11: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

Row 12: k8, *yo, k5[5:6:6:6], yo, 

k4[4:5:5:5]; rep from * to last 

3sts, k3. 

(110[132:142:154:167]sts) 

Row 13: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

Row 14: knit 

Row 15: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

 

For 2nd, 3rd,4th and 5th sizes only: 

Row 16: k8, *yo, k[7:8:8:8], yo, k 

[4:5:5:5]; rep from * to last 3sts, 

k3. ( [154:161:176:171]sts) 

Row 17: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

Row 18: knit 

Row 19: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

 

For 3rd, 4th and 5th sizes only: 

Row 20: k8, *yo, k[10:10:10], yo, 

k [5:5:5]; rep from * to last 3sts, 

k3. ( [171:198:215]sts) 

Row 21: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

Row 22: knit 

Row 23: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

 

For 5th size only: 

Row 24: k8, *yo, k12, yo, 5; rep 

from * to last 3sts, k3. (239sts) 

Row 25: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

Row 26: knit 

Row 27: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

 

Waistband and sleeve cuffs 

(worked as one) 

Change back to Col A 

Knit 2 rows 

Next row (buttonhole row): k2, 

yo, k2tog, knit to end 

Knit 2 rows 

 

Cast off armholes 

Next row: k19[27:30:34:41], cast 

off the next 18[25:28:33:39]sts 

loosely, k36[50[55:64:79] along 

back, cast off the next 

18[25:28:33:39]sts loosely, 

k19[27:30:34:41]. 

(71[104:115:132:161]sts) 

 

BODY 

Next row: knit 

Next row: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

Next row: k3[1:2:4:3], *k4, kfb; 

rep from * to last 8 sts, k8. 

(83[123:136:156:191]sts) 

Next row: k5,  purl to last 5 sts, k5 

Next row: knit 

Next row: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

Repeat last two row 3[4:5:5:6] 

more times 

Next row: k3[1:2:4:3], *k5, kfb; 

rep from * to last 8 sts, k8. 

(95[142:157:180:221]sts) 

Next row: k5,  purl to last 5 sts, k5 

Next row: knit 

Next row: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

Repeat last two row 3[4:5:5:6] 

more times 

 

For 2nd, 3rd, 4th and 5th sizes only: 

Next row: k[1:2:4:3], *k6, kfb; rep 

from * to last 8 sts, k8. 

([161:178:204:251]sts) 

Next row: k5, k5, purl to last 5 sts, 

k5 

 

For all sizes: 

Knit 4 rows 

 

Change to Col B 

Next row: k5 Col A, knit to last 

5sts in Col B, k5 Col A (note edging 

in Col A and continue this way.) 

Next row: k5, purl to last 5 sts, k5 

Repeat last two rows 2 more 

times 

 

Change to Col A 

Work 4 rows in garter stitch (ie 

knit each row) 

 

Repeat last 10 rows 2 more times. 

 

Working a further 4 rows in garter 

stitch and Col A and cast off 

loosely. 
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
